SYNOPSIS:
Amends section 2309-A of the Insurance Company Law of 1921 reauthorizing the Children’s Health
Insurance Program (CHIP).

SUMMARY:
Reauthorizes CHIP through December 31, 2019 or 90 days after the date on which Federal funding for
the program ceases to be available.

If Federal law authorizes funding for the program for a period that extends beyond December 31, 2019,
CHIP will be reauthorized until 90 days after Federal funding ceases to be available.
